We are often asked about òadopting a familyó at Christmas time.  We discourage this due to serving twenty-two families each 

night.  Our past experience shows that when one family is singled out to receive Christmas gifts the other families feel left out-

the receiving family is often the target of envy. 

We ask that if you would like to help our families at Christmas to please donate new toys, clothes and gifts (see list below).  We 

prefer that these items are not wrapped--we allow the parents to choose what they want to give their children from the 

donations and then let them wrap the gifts themselves.  This allows the parents to feel like they have a part in their childrenõs 

Christmas, not just receiving a handout.  We also have the children choose gifts for their parents.  The children wrap these 

gifts as well.
